We admire prophets—until they make demands on us.  We are mistaken if 
we think we can worship the Son of God but reject the demands of Jesus’ 
word.  Jesus’ experience in his hometown of Nazareth prepared Him for 
His destiny of rejection and death.  Even now most of us prefer to turn a 
deaf ear to those who disturb our conscience rather than accept the 
message spoken by today’s prophets.  The first reading recounts God’s 
choice of Jeremiah to speak His word and God’s promise of strength when 
people reject Him.  Prophets must not be afraid, but turn to God in their 
difficulties.  St. Paul’s hymn to charity challenges every prophet as well as 
those disturbed by them.  The apostle insists that every spiritual gift, 
including prophecy, must be governed by agape, selfless love.  Without 
this highest gift of all, every other gift of grace is worthless.  When 
everything else has passed away, charity endures.  The way of selfless 
love is beyond human achievement, but Jesus’ death, which pours out on 
us this gift of selfless love, is present to us at every Eucharist.

SAINT’S CORNER – ST.BLAISE & ST. ANSGAR– FEBRUARY 3RD, 2019 
St. Blaise is best known for the tradition of blessing throats linked to him.  An 

rmenian bishop, Blaise suffered martyrdom during the persecution of LiciniuA s, 
ious in the early 4th century.  While little is know about him, it is said that relig

oppression forced him to live as a hermit in a cave.  According to legend, Blaise 
performed a miraculous cure on a boy who was choking to death.  Blaise has 
long been associated with cures for afflictions of the throat, and the blessing of 
throats may take place on this day in memory of him.  He is a patron of wool-
combers and of all who suffer from afflictions of the throat.  He is also a patron of 
wild beasts, as legend suggests he had a remarkable calming influence on 
animals. 
 

St. Ansgar 
The patron saint of Denmark, Germany and Iceland, St. Ansgar was born about 
801 of a noble family near Amiens.  He was sent to study at the nearby 

f Old Corbie and decided to become a monk in order to preach to monastery o
the pagans.  He moved to the Benedictine monastery of New Corbie, where he 
called on his extraordinary talent for oratory.  His missions to Denmark and 
Sweden were highly successful, winning many converts.  In 831, he was made 
abbot of New Corbie and first archbishop of Hamburg.  After his work was 
undone by pagan invaders from the north, he returned and won Denmark back 
to the faith.  Known as the Apostle of the North, he died in 865, greatly 
venerated for his charity and sanctity.
